The Valley Horse and Saddle Club is a sanctioned Bronze competition of Equine Canada, 2685 Queensview Drive, Suite 100, Ottawa, Ontario, K2B 8K2.  Every class offered herein is covered by the rules and specifications of the current rules of Equine Canada and will be held and judged in accordance with the EC rule book.

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES
Equine Canada (EC), the national equestrian federation of Canada, supports adherence to humane treatment of horses in all activities under its jurisdiction.

EC is committed to:

· Upholding the welfare of the horses, regardless of value, as is a primary consideration in all activities;

· Requiring that horses be treated with kindness, respect and the compassion that they deserve and that they never be subjected to mistreatment;

· Ensuring that owners, trainers and exhibitors and their agents use responsible care in the handling, treatment and transportation of their horses as well as horses placed in their care for any purpose;

· Providing for the continuous well-being of horses by encouraging routine inspection and consultation with health care professionals and competition officials to achieve the highest possible standards of nutrition, health care professionals and competition officials to achieve the highest possible standards of nutrition, health, comfort and safety as a matter of standard operation procedure;

· Continuing to support scientific studies on equine health and welfare;

· Requiring owners, trainers and exhibitors to know and follow their sanctioning organization’s rules and to work within industry regulations in all equestrian competition;

· Reviewing, revising and developing competition rules and regulations that protect the welfare of the horses.

The standard by which conduct or treatment will be measured is that which a person, informed and experienced in generally accepted equine training and exhibition procedures, would determine to be neither cruel, abusive nor inhumane.

COMPETITION INFORMATION:

This competition will offer points for the NBEA Bronze Provincial Awards and Valley Horse and Saddle Club awards (VHSC members).

Entry Fees and Rules
1. All riders must have a NBEA membership and an EC Bronze license.  Children in lead line and classes for children under 10 are exempted from EC sport license requirements.  Parents and Guardians are entitled to sign their children’s entry forms without being EC members or holder of a sport license, provided they agree to abide by the rules and penalties contained in the rule book.  The owner of the horse must hold a valid EC sport license and the owner’s EC sport license must be included on the entry form.  Handlers and exhibitors in Line Classes are exempt from EC sport license requirements when only exhibiting in breeding line classes.
2. EC and provincial memberships may be obtained online from each website.  
Bronze EC memberships may be purchased at the competition by NBEA members.

3.   Passports are not required for Bronze General Performance competitions.

4.   Horses must be inoculated against influenza, tetanus and rabies.
5.   Ring number fee $ 0.

6.   NBEA drug fee: $3.50 per horse.  Any horse, in any class at a competition subject

to the requirements to pay drug testing fees may, while on the competition grounds

and on the recommendation of the chairman of the equine medication control

committee or their appointee, be selected for equine medication control testing.

7.   Administration fee $5.00.

8.   One entry form is required is required for each horse entered.  The entry form and

the waiver must be signed by exhibitors, or in the case of juniors, parents or

guardians. Person responsible. (See Article A1011 General Regulations)

9.  All entries must be made in writing.  Closing date for entries:  June 30th 2010

10.  The competition committee will refund 75% of the entry fee if the horse entered is

withdrawn due to unsoundness.  A veterinarian’s certificate must be provided.

CLASS & COMPETITION INFORMATION
1.  Ribbons will be awarded to 5th place.
2.  Prizes awarded:
· Prize money is awarded in stake classes

· 1st $30 2nd $25 3rd $20 4th $15 5th $10
3.  The competition limits entries for each horse to 12 under saddle classes.

4.  A steward, or acting steward, will be present to answer any question regarding competition rules.
5.  Where cross-entering between English and Western youth/junior classes, the age limit

will be that for juniors.  Individuals are juniors until the end of the calendar year in

which they turn 18 years of age.  A Youth Western competitor is any rider who

has not passed their 19th birthday as of January 1st of the current calendar year.

The two Western Youth age divisions are:

· 13 years and under

· 14 years through 18 years

· Miscellaneous Small Fry Division – until the end of the year in which they turn 10 years of age.  Riders in Small Fry must not cross enter into any other division.

English classes divided by age are: Junior A: from the beginning of the calendar year

in which they turn 16, until the end of the year in which they turn 18. Junior B:  from

the beginning of the year in which they turn 13, until the end of the year in which

they turn 15. Junior C: until the end of the year in which they turn 12.

6.  The show committee has the right to cancel or combine classes.

7.  Dogs:

· must be leashed while on the grounds

8.  Juniors/Youth may not handle stallions while on the show grounds.

9.  Classes will governed by the current rules of Section F General Performance and

Section A General Regulations of Equine Canada.

10.  Class descriptions are found in Section F General Performance, Rules of Equine

Canada.  This rule book may be printed, without charge, from the website of Equine

Canada www.equinecanada.ca
11.  Official Protests and Complaints may be filed according to the rules of Equine

Canada.  Protests require a deposit of $100.

12.  Any situation requiring a ruling which cannot be referenced according to EC rules

will be rendered by the show committee.  The show committee does not accept

responsibility for accidents or illness to horses, riders, grooms, spectators or any

other persons.

13.  Substitutions of horse/rider combinations are allowed if the show office is notified one hr before class and providing the horse/rider is eligible for the class.

15.  The show office will be open one hour prior to the first class.

From Fredericton:  Take the Centreville exit 153 to Rte 110E (4km) on to Rte 130 N (old Trans Canada) and travel up along the Saint John River on the old highway.  Approximately 10 kms beyond the Beechwood Motel, turn left on to the Old Route 106.  Watch for the Horse Show sign. The club grounds are a short distance along this road, on the right.  From Grand Falls: Take exit at Perth Andover to old Trans Canada, Rte 130S to Bairdsville.  Watch for the horse show sign and turn right on to old Rte 106.  The VHSC grounds will be a short distance along that road and on your left.
